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Incredible growth towards Vision 2020!
Crossover emphasizes that to be a Biblical church, they must
be self-sustaining and reproducing. The ministry in Central
Asia is a strategic ministry of getting access to the gospel to
the Muslim world.

On April 25th, we were given a report from our President of
Crossover in Moldovia that was incredible. Pictured above is
the annual meeting for most of the Uzbek national leaders.
About 25 men spent time praying, studying, reporting, and
making goals for next year.

He said never before have Persian, Rusian, Chinese,
Korean, Iranian, Usbeckian believers combined forces,
praying together, and working together in such a way.

Their Vision: get Bible teachers, gain Biblical thinking, get
access to training books, and learn to think strategically.

The church planters there were able to share the gospel with
1,000 people in Uzbekistan and from that 100 were baptized
and they are reporting 6 new church plants. Also there were
10 new churches in Tajikistan.

One of the joys of my job is
coming alongside young, newly
appointed missionaries as they
process where the Lord is
leading. This young lady was
born in Turkey, was adopted, and grew up in the U.S. Now
she is returning to Turkey be a missionary! The role of
Member Care is to make sure she is equipped while she
makes arrangements to gain her Turkish citizenship, find
housing in Turkey, and get enrolled in a Turkic university to
begin work among students.
